Overall Summary of Mid-Year and 2004-05 Effects:  The governor is proposing reductions which equate to $762 million ($455 million General Fund) for the current year and $1.809 billion ($1.238 billion General Fund) for 2004-05 for health and human services programs.  These proposed reductions represent 20 percent of the proposed General Fund reduction for 2003-04 and 76 percent of it for 2004-05.

The governor’s staff have testified in prior hearings that additional reductions to health and human services programs for 2003-04, as well as 2004-05, will be proposed in the governor’s January Budget.
